Because MEWA is a Public Charter School, serving students through the Gresham/Barlow school
district, MEWA's GED Program is restricted to serving students who are 21 years old, and younger.
However, there are numerous public resources readily available for adults looking to earn their
GED in the Portland Metro Area.
